Main areas of interest are:
· Development of an HMO licencing scheme focused on migrant workers.
· Development of community support structures for migrants groups in areas with very little previous experience of migration.

· Improving library provision for migrant communities and address and addressing the impact of some competition for library IT resources
Main challenges:
· Over a short period of time, Goole’s migrant population has grown from a very low base to 17% of the population. Many of the settled population believe not enough is being done to encourage integration, and rumours and misunderstandings have flourished.
· East Riding have encountered some duplication of their Migration Impacts and connecting communities work by other government-funded agencies.
East Riding’s top tips:
· East Riding have had a lot of success with their homeless drop-in centre for migrants. This has been successful in getting most of Goole’s homeless migrants (many of whom had been living rough in tents) into accommodation and work.
How you can help them?
· East Riding are keen to know whether there is interest in setting up a sub-regional BME/Migrant infrastructure.

· Tackling migrant homelessness. 

· Reduced pressure on public services and improved migrant access to health services, children’s centres, advice and information, integration at neighbourhood level and ESOL. 

· Supporting schools with high numbers of international new arrivals.
Main challenges:

· Building trust between new migrant communities and service providers 

· Obtaining reliable information on new migrant numbers 

· ESOL provision 

· Community cohesion.

Kirklees’ top tips:

· Kirklees has been successful in working with voluntary sector organisations tackling ‘mainstream’ homlessness so that they are also able to use established partnerships to address the needs of homeless migrants. 

· Kirklees have had some positive results in encouraging school attendance by Hungarian Roma children. 

· Kirklees’ Library service have been creating an internet-based package of welcome information.
How you can help them?

· Kirkless are keen to hear examples of best practice in trust-building initiatives, obtaining and managing reliable data on new migrants and ESOL strategies and provision.
